Citrus black spot (CBS) is the most economically and phytosanitary important fungal disease of citrus in South Africa. The disease is caused by Guignardia citricarpa. It is known that the disease is not present in all the South African citrus production areas and in order to comply with the international phytosanitary rules, South Africa must provide information to their trading partners about the presence of pests that is based on sound scientific data. These published scientific data is of utmost importance for scientists involved in the setting of import conditions for plants and plant products. Therefore detection surveys were conducted over a period of 15 years to determine the occurrence of CBS in South Africa.
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
